History of Supplementary Schools

Supplementary and mother-tongue schools have a long history in Great Britain and are
associated with the presence of immigrant and refugee communities.

‘Supplementary’ or ‘Saturday schools’ cover a variety of organisations that offer classes to
children outside of the traditional educational system. These organisations range in size from
small groups operating from one room to large organisations that use a number of fully-
equipped school rooms. These schools are operated by parents or teachers, some of whom
currently teach in mainstream schools, or who had been teachers in their country before
arriving in the UK. Equally, professionals from the business, academic or scientific field give
their time to support children from their community.

These schools support mainstream education by providing assistance with national curriculum
subjects — largely, English, maths, science and languages. They also promote children’s
cultural identity through mother-tongue classes, dance, sports or educational trips. Some
schools also provide a variety of family support in the form of ESOL classes, classes on
understanding the British education system as well as activities for the elderly.

Supplementary schools are often charitable organisations that are operated by supportive,
enthusiastic members of the community they serve. Funding, either privately or through
grants, covers the schools’ operating costs.

Some of the benefits attributed to attendance at supplementary schools include increased
self-confidence and self-esteem, improved academic results, cultural confidence and personal
growth as a result of the support they receive from supportive supplementary school teachers
from their own community and who are known by their parents.

African/Caribbean Supplementary Schools Movement

In 1971 Bernard Coard, a Grenadian teacher in London wrote a book about the number of
black British children being sent to schools for the educationally subnormal (ESN) now called
special needs schools (SEN). Mr. Coard argued that the racism experienced by black British
students and the low expectations of their teachers resulted in their poor self-image, self-
esteem, self-belief and contributed to the failure of black children within the British school
system. (Coard, 1971)

The Black Supplementary Education movement sought to address the challenges facing
African and Caribbean children and set up their own supplementary schools to teach aspects
of their cultural heritage, history and help with homework from mainstream school. This
movement established supplementary schools as a model in the twentieth century which has
been embraced by new communities to the United Kingdom.

Two supplementary schools in Ealing have been in existence for nearly 40 years: Caribbean
Parents Group officially was constituted in 1975 although teachers had started providing
supplementary support in 1969 and Cuthbert Carter Supplementary School began in 1971.
